The semester control (exam / credit) is carried out in case of refusal of the
student from points of current testing and in the presence of the admission to exam /
credit. During the semester exam / test the student has the opportunity to receive a
maximum of 100 points.

The test ticket consists of 50 practical questions (tests), the maximum number of
points for each question - 2 (sum-100 points).

9.2. Quialitative evaluation criteria



The required amount of knowledge to obtain a positive assessment:

- regularities of literary pronunciation of words;

- ways of creating words;

- grammatical system of modern Ukrainian literary language;

- norms of modern Ukrainian literary language (spelling, lexical, orthoepic,
grammatical, stylistic, punctuation);

- system of parts of speech, their features;

- basics of oral and written communication;

- basics of speech culture;

- basic laws of communication.

The required amount of skills to obtain a positive assessment:

When reading, they must understand (at different levels, depending on the type
of reading) the information presented in the text and be able to fully or concisely
convey its main content.

During listening, they must understand the listened-to text and be able to use
textual information for a specific task.

During oral speech: in reproductive speech they must be able to reproduce the
text read or listened to consistently and in an adequate form, in productive speech - to
be able to create their own text according to the norms of modern Ukrainian literary
language. In dialogic speech - to be able to conduct a dialogue-conversation,
dialogue-questioning.

During written speech they must be able to reproduce the text, using adequate
language tools, following the logic of the presented material, learn to create written
text, gradually increasing the volume.

9.3 Criteria for evaluating student work during the semester

Satisfactory (60-74). The student passed some practical tasks, did not write all
the modular tests. Distinguishes the meaning of lexical units and uses them in a given
context, uses prepositional-singular forms of names in the context of utterance, uses
verb forms taking into account the context and situation with a significant number of
shortcomings, uses the structure of simple and complex sentences in given contexts.

Good (75-89). The student did not pass all the practical tasks in due time, wrote
modular tests. The student distinguishes the meanings of lexical units and uses them
in a given context, uses prepositional-singular forms of names in the context of
utterance, uses verb forms taking into account the context and situation with several
errors, uses the structure of simple and complex sentences in given contexts.

Excellent (90-100). The student passed all practical tasks and wrote modular
tests in due time. Distinguishes the meaning of lexical units and uses them in a given
context, uses prepositional-singular forms of names in the context of expression, uses
verb forms taking into account the context and situation with a small number of
errors, uses the structure of simple and complex sentences in given contexts.
