You would like to take good photographs of real life situations but you have few ideas for pictures. I suggest
you look around you. The everyday world is full of scenes being played by an ever-changing group of actors.
You probably passed a dozen picture situations without noticing on your way to work this morning.

The realistic approach to photography has been perfected in the past by such masters as Henri Carties-
Bresson and Bill Brandt. But while you can learn a great deal from looking at the work of others, any success
you can hope to achieve in this field has to come from developing an individual approach.
